Register now for the 2009 Community Tree
Management Institute (CTMI)

CTMI is an advanced training course for employees from Oregon
and Washington cities who have tree related responsibilities. Past
CTMI attendees have included municipal arborists, planners, elected
officials, public works employees, and more! The training is beneficial
for anyone who coordinates community forestry issues, reviews tree
plans, issues permits, or inspects trees in your city.

Divided into five sessions throughout the year in different Oregon

and Washington locations, the in-depth coursework is presented by
experienced urban forestry professionals from the WA DNR and the
Oregon Dept. of Forestry, and session instructors are often also joined
by past CTMI graduates, and urban forestry professionals from the
public and private sectors.
