Resources has determined that it is Lead Agency for the following: 
 
Schweitzer Timber Sale #100724 and Forest Practice Application #2937846 proposal is a variable 
retention harvest of 134 acres in five units, and 4 acres of right of way harvest in one unit, for a total of 
138 acres in six units, removing approximately 7,234 MBF of timber. The proposal includes 6,155 feet of 
road construction, and 37,200 feet of pre-haul maintenance. Located in Sections 19, 20, 24, 30, Township
